The Université de Pau et des Pays de l’Adour is the youngest uni-
versity in the Aquitaine region of France.
It is comprehensive (except for health programs) and operates on
four small and friendly campuses, bringing higher education closer
to the people of the region.
A faculty and staff of about a thousand (two-thirds faculty) guide
12,500 students through 270 different educational programs—acade-
mic, vocational, and continuing education.

The Université de Pau et des Pays de l’Adour is composed of six tea-
ching and research faculties, 2 university institutes of technology
(IUTs), a school of business administration (IAE), 2 engineering
schools, and 1 university vocational institutes (IUPs).

Since its founding the Université de Pau et des Pays de l’Adour has
developed special connections with institutions over the border with
Spain (Aragon, Navarre, Euskadi). In partnership with the University
of Saragossa, the university has become a center of excellence in plas-
tics. Through these relations, the university has become active in
exchanges with Latin America (under the ALBAN, ALFA, PREFALC pro-
grams). The university is also a member of a Franco-Mexican educa-
tion and research network. 
Seeking in recent years to develop its contacts in Asia, UPPA has
developed programs in environmental chemistry, geography, and
tourism with Vietnam through tripartite agreements with universities
in Can Tho, Danang, Hanoï, Hô Chi Minh City, Huê, and Van Lang, as
well as in China (with Tianjin, Jiatong, Xian and Nanjing).
There are more some 100 inter-university co-operation agreements
with more than 41 different countries (25 % with Latin America).
