Created in 1970 with faculties of economics and law, letters, and
science, the Centre Universitaire de La Réunion became the
Université de La Réunion in 1982.

Today’s Université de La Réunion is a comprehensive university offe-
ring degree programs follow European standards and the Licence-
Master-Doctorate (LDM) system. The university's offerings are orga-
nized into 4 major divisions: law, economics, and management; lite-
rature and humanities; science, technology, and health. 

With its main site in the Moufia neighbourhood of the capital city
of Saint-Denis, it has more than 10,000 students, including 590
foreign students from 45 different countries, who thus account for
5 percent of the total student body. 

Occupying four sites (two in Saint-Denis, one each in Saint-Pierre
and Le Tampon), the Université de La Réunion consists of 4 faculties,
2 institutes, and 19 offices, including an interdisciplinary doctoral
program, a UNESCO chair, and various service departments. 
A new school of food science, the Ecole Supérieure d'Ingénieurs
de Développement en Agroalimentaire Intégré (ESIDAI :
www.univ-reunion.fr/~esidai), opened in fall 2006.

The university also has 17 advanced research laboratories, including
some that are affiliated with the Centre National de la Recherche
Scientifique (CNRS) and have acquired an international reputation.
